In temeiul dispozitiilor art. 67, art, 148 alin. (2) i alin. (3} din Constitutia Roméniei, republicat,
gi Protocolului (nr.2) anexat Tratatului de la Lisabona, de modificare a Tratatului privind Uniunea
Europeand si a Tratatului de instituire a Comunitatii Europene, ratificat prin Legea nr. 13/2008,

Avind in vedere Raportul Comisiei economice, industrii 5i servicii nr, XX/505/27.05. 2013, plenul
Senatului, in sedina din data de 28 mai 2013, a constatat ci propunerea de Regulament respecti
principiile subsidiarititii si proportionalitatii. In urma analizarii fondului propunerii, Senatul a facut
urmédtoarele observatii:

Arl. L. - 1) La Articolul 2 Definitii, la alineatul (2), ar fi utili o clarificare a continutului definitiei
privind "physical infrasiructure” deoarece termenul de infrastructurd fizica este neclar. In acest sens, se
precizeazii ¢i enumerarca exemplificativa se referdl la elemente de infrastructurd in accepiiune curent in
schimb "means any element of a network wich is nor active"- | inseamni orice element al unei refele care
nu este activ' poate include §i elemente cum este fibra, spliter-ul si alte elemente de refea.

1.2) La art. 9 pet. 3 propunerea de regulamentul indicd autoritatea nationala de reglementare ca fiind
organismul identificat ca fiind optim in a deveni punct unic de contact. Daca in ceea ce priveste obligaiile
de la art. 4 aceastd ahordare este corecta, in legéituri cu obligatiile de la art. 6, acestea sunt in totalitate de
natura construciiilor civile, far indicarea autoritdfii nationale de reglementare ca fiind punct unic de
contact ar crea confuzie in actualul sistem administrativ al statelor membre, Ca urmare, este utild
reformularea punctului 3 in sensul pastririi actualei formuldri pentru obligatiile previzute de art. 4 i
neindicirii exprese a organismului ce ar putea fi punct de contact unic pentru obligatiile previzute de
art..6 pentru a da posibilitatea statelor membre si-5i desemneze organismul propriu cu competenge in
domeniu.

1.3) a) Art. 4 pct. 1 prevede obligafia statelor membre de a garanta accesul la informatiile minime prin
intermediul punctului de informare unic la 12 lui de la intrarea in vigoare al prezeniului Regulament.
Aviind in vedere faptul ci pentru realizarea sistemului este nevoie de o achizitie publica prin care si se
realizeze analiza, proiectarea §i implementarea sistemului i totodata sa se incarce sistemul cu informatiile
necesare considerim cd termenul propus de 12 Juni este insuficient §i pe cale de consecinjd propunem
miirirea acestuia la 18 luni.

b) Art. 9 pet. 1 prevede obligafia statelor membre de a notifica Comisiei organismele desemnate sa
indeplineascd rolul de punct de contact unic pénd la intrarea in vigoare a Regulamentului (care va fi in 20
de zile de la publicare). Avind in vedere ¢, cel pufin in cazul Rominiel, desemnarea se va face prin
instrumente legislative, termenul este insuficient 5i ar trebui mérit la cel putin 60 de zile,

1.4. Senatul subliniaza faptul cd propunerea legislativa face referire la principalii actori beneficiari, fird a
fi insi mentionati si proprietarii de terenuri. De asemenea, costurile aferente acestor proprietari si
sarcinilor administrative nu sunt specificate, iar aplicarea noilor prevederi este de presupus ci va necesita
costuri semnificative pentru statele membre,

Senatul a considerat ci analiza ar trebui extinsi i la nivelul altor institufii cu responsabilitafi in domeniu,
tindnd cont de faptul ¢d aceasti propunere de regulament nu vizeaza doar furnizorii de refele de
comunicatii electronice, ci $i proprietarii sau titularii de deepturi de wtilizare a unor infrastructuri fizice
generalizate §i extinse, adecvate pentru a gizdui elemente ale rejelelor de comunicatii electronice, cum ar
fi: refelele fizice de furnizare a energiei electrice, a gazului, a apei si canaliziirii, energiei termice, precum
si serviciile de transport,

OPINION
of the Romanian Senate on the
Proposal for a
Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council
on measures to reduce the cost of deploying high-speed electronic communications networks
COM (2013) 147 final

The Senate of Romania has checked the compliance of the Proposal for a Regulation of the
European Parliament and of the Council on measures to reduce the cost of deploying high-speed
electronic communications networks COM (2013) 147 final with the subsidiarity and proportionality
principles according to Article 5 of the EU Treaty and Protocol 2 of the Treaty of Lishon concty of
Lisbon.

Taking into account the report of our permanent Committee for Economic, industries and services,
the Plenum of the Senate, during its session of 28 May 2013, found that the mentioned proposal
respects the principles of subsidiarity snd proportionality and made the following observations:

Art. 1. - 1) Regarding Article 2 Definition, the Romanian Senate believes that a clarification of the
definition meaning covered by par (2) would be useful since the term infrastructure as “physical
fnfrastructure” is equivocal. In this respect, it is indicated that the enumeration included refers to currently
accepted network elements meanwhile "means any element of a network witch is net active”- ,means any
clement of a network which is not active” and may include elements as fibre, splitter, etc.

1.2y As concerns Art. 9 pel. 3, the Senate underlined that, according to the Regulation proposal, the
national authority is set out as the single contact body. However, if this approach is correct as regards the
responsibilities under Article 4, the designation of a single contact authority would generate confusion
concerning responsibilities of Art. 6. which apply in civil constructions field. Consequently, it would be
more advisable to reformulate the Art. 3, in order to preserve the current wording, binding to the liabilities
under Art. 4, and to allow the Member States to designate their own bodies having liabilities in this field.

1.3) a) Art. 4 pet. 1 provides the obligation of the member States to guarantee the access of the minimum
information through the single information point after 12 months from the adoption of this Regulation.
Having in mind the fact that a public acquisition is necessary to achieve the analysis, the design and the
application of the system and to charge the system with all information, the Romanian Senate proposed to
increase the 12 months term to 185 months, .
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b) Art. 9 pet. 1 provides the obligation for the member States to notify to the Commission their single
contact point until this Repulation will enter into force (20 days since its issue). Taking into account that
in Romania the designation will be made by way of legislative instruments, the Senate considered the
delay is not sufficient and proposed instead 60 days.

It is underlined the fact that the proposal refers at the main actors without mentioning the land owners.
Moreover, the costs of these owners and the administrative charges are not specified while it is presumed
that the application of the new provisions will generate important costs for the Member States.

The Senate have considered that this analysis should be extended to other institutions having
responsibilities in the matter, taking account the fact that this proposal 15 focusing not only to the
electronic communications network providers but also the owners or the holders of application use of a
extended and general physical network, capable to host elements of the electronic communication
networks as networks of supply of electric power, gas, water, thermal energy as well as transport services,
