REASONED OPINION OF THE SENATE OF ROMANIA

on the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on
agricultural product quality schemes

The Senate of Romania has checked the compliance with the subsidiarity and
proportionality principles of the Proposal for a Regulation of the European
Parliament and of the Council on agricultural product quality schemes — COM
{2010)733 final, according to the provisions of the Treaty of Lisbon (protocol no.2).

Taking into account the report of our permanent Committee for agriculture, forestry and
rural development, the Plenum of the Senate, during its session of the 9th of February
2011, has found that the examined proposal is compliant with the subsidiarity
principle but it is not compliant with the proportionality principle. Thus, the
provision of Article 3 (3) of the draft Regulation, which refers to increase the time period
allowing transmission of the “traditional” scheme between generations, from 25 years to
30 years, is excessive because in Romania there are no supporting documents to allow the
registration in the register of traditional specialities guaranteed older than 50 years.

The Senate proposes that the time period allowing transmission between generations be
of at least 25 years, as provided for in Council Regulation (EC) No 509/2006 of 20
March 2006 on agricultural products and foodstuffs as traditional specialities guaranteed.

OPINIA MOTIVATA A SENATULUI ROMANIEIL

cu privire la propunerea de REGULAMENT al Parlamentului European si al
Consiliului privind sistemele din domeniul calititii produselor agricole

Senatul Romdniei a examinat propunerea de REGULAMENT al Parlamentului
European si al Consiliului privind sistemele din domeniul calitdtii produselor
agricole — COM (2019)733 final, din perspectiva respectirii de citre documentele
ewropene cu caracler legislativ a principiilor de subsidiaritate si proporfionalitate,
conform Tratatului de 1a Lisabona (Protocolul anexi nr.2).

Luénd act de rapertul intocmit de Cormisia pentru agriculturd, silviculturd si dezvoltare
rurald, plenul Senatului, T sedinta sa din data de 9 februarie 2011 a constatat ca
propunerea de regulament examinati respectd principiul subsidiarititii dar nu respects
principiul proportionalitdtii. Astfel, prevederea de la art.3 alin. (3) din Proiectul de
Regulament, care se referfi la majorarea perioadei de transmitere intre generatii a
sisternului “tradifional” de la 25 de ani la 50 de ani, este excesivd deoarece in Roménia
nu existd acte doveditoare care sd permita inscrierea in registrul specialititilor traditionale
garantate, cu o vechime mai mare de 50 de ani.

Senatul propune ca perioada de timp necesard transmiterii intre generafii si fie de cel
putin 25 de ani, aga cum se prevede in Regulamentul (CE) nr, 509/2006 al Consiliului din
20 martie 2006 privind specialitdfile tradifionale garantate din produse agricole Si
alimentare.
