Motiverat yttrande fran Sveriges riksdag

Riksdagen vill inledningsvis betona att trafiksikerhetsarbetet &r en vikiig friga
och att Sverige arbetar for att nd det laingsiktiga malet att ingen ska dodas eller
skadas allvarligt till f5lid av trafikolyckor inom viigtransportsystemet. Sverige
deliar dven aktivt i det internationella arbetet med at utveckla det globala
trafiksikerhetsarbetet.

Riksdagen noterar att EUs strategiska mdl fiir trafiksikerhet 4r att halvera
antalet dddsolyckor i trafiken fram till 2020 jEmfiirt med 2010 och att nirma
sig noll dédsoffer 2050 (nollvision). Riksdagen viilkomnar att trafiksidkerheten
inom EU har forbéttrats avseviirt under de senaste tioarsperioderna, Riksdagen
Konstaterar att den Skade trafikséikerheten har uppnétts genom de dtgiirder som
har vidiagits pa EU-nivd, men iiven péd nationell, regional och lokal niva. Det
Gvergripande syfiet med det nu aktuella forslaget fidn kommissionen #r an
minska antalet dédsofler och svart skadade i trafiken. Riksdagen dr positiv till
att sadana initiativ tas, inte minst med okat fokus pa oskyddade trafikanter,
sdrskilt med tanke pa att framstegen mot att nd nollvisionen har stannat av den
senaste tiden.

Riksdagen Konstaterar att viigar inom det transeuropeiska transportnitet
(TEN-T) redan omfattas av regler pa EU-nivi och bedémer diirmed att de
forindringar som firesks i direktivet i forhallande till dessa viigar #r forenliga
med subsidiaritetsprincipen.  Riksdagen har dock betinkligheter  kring
kommissionens fiirslag i artikel 1 om att utvidga direktivets tilimpnings-
onridde till att omfatta fven andra viigar utéver TEN-T. Riksdagen kan
visserligen anshta  sig till  kommissionens bedmning  att vissa externa
konsekvenser till folid av trafkolyckor. sasom kébildning och trafik-
stérningar, Kkan vara av grinsdverskridande karaktdr och didrmed i princip
motivera en reglering pd EU-nivid. Riksdagen bedémer dock att en siadan
paverkan i forsta hand giller viigar imom TEN-T och inte sddana Gvriga viigar
som nu foreslis ingd iett utvidgat tilEimpningsomride.

Riksdagen vill ocksi framhilla att sidana externa kostnader som flier av
dodsfall och skador i regel intle motiverar insatser pd unionsniva. Riksdagen
kan inte heller se nagra wdhiga strukturella orsaker som motiverar att EU kan
virdera och hantera sadana kostnader pd en bitre sdtt dn enskilda
medlemsstater.

Forslaget innehaller regler for anviindning och underhll av viigskyltar och
viigmarkeringar for att dessa ska kunna avlisas av automatiserade fordon.
Riksdagen bedomer att sidana regler, om de ska infiiras, inte behover giilla pa
vigar uwtanfor TEN-T for an fylla sitt syfle an ange en standard for
viiginfrastrukturens  Eisbarhet fir fordon.

Sammanfattningsvis  anser riksdagen att det utifidn  kommissio nens
nuvarande underlag inte kan hivdas att ingripanden fran EU skulle kriivas for
att uppni angivna malséttningar | form av firbittrad wafiksikerhet pa alla de

Reasoned opinion of the Riksdag on COM(2018) 274

The Riksdag would like to begin by emphasising that road safety efforts are
important and that Sweden is working to reach the long-term objective that
no one should be killed or seriously injured as a result of road accidents in
the road transport system. Sweden is also actively participating in
international efforts to develop work on road safety globally.

The Riksdag notes that the EU’s strategic objectives for road safety are to
halve the number of fatal road accidents by 2020 compared with 2010 and
to approach zero deaths by 2050 (Vision Zero). The Riksdag welcomes the
fact that road safety in the EU has improved considerably during the past
few decades. The Riksdag notes that the improvement in road safety has
been achieved not only as a result of the measures that have been taken at
EU level but also at national, regional and local levels.

The overall objective of the current proposal from the Commission is to
reduce the number of deaths and severely injured in road accidents. The
Riksdag is positive to the fact that such initiatives are being taken,
particularly with greater focus on vulnerable road users, especially given
the fact that progress towards reaching zero tolerance has recently come to
a standstill.

The Riksdag notes that roads in the Trans-European Transport Network
(TEN-T) are already covered by rules at EU level and consequently
considers that the changes proposed in the directive relating to these roads
are compatible with the principle of subsidiarity. However, the Riksdag has
misgivings about the Commission’s proposal in Article 1 to expand the
scope of the directive to include roads other than those in the TEN-T. The
Riksdag can agree with the Commission’s assessment that certain external
consequences resulting from road accidents, such as traffic queues and

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disruptions, can be of a cross-border nature and therefore in principle justify
regulation at EU level.

However, the Riksdag considers that such an impact would mainly apply to
roads in the TEN-T, not other roads such as those that are now proposed to
be included in this expanded area of application.

The Riksdag also wishes to point out that such external costs resulting from
deaths and injuries usually do not justify efforts at EU level. Nor can the
Riksdag see any clear structural reasons to justify that the EU can value and
deal with such costs in a better fashion than individual member states.

The proposal contains rules for use and maintenance of road signs and road
markings to enable them to be read by automated vehicles. The Riksdag
considers that such rules, if they are to be introduced. do not need to apply
on roads outside the TEN-T to meet their objective. which is to provide a
standard for readability of road infrastructure for vehicles.

In summary, the Riksdag considers that. based on the Commission’s
existing documentation, it cannot be claimed that intervention from the EU
could be required to achieve the set objectives in the form of improved road
safety on all the kinds of roads that are now being proposed. The Riksdag
therefore considers that the Commission’s proposal to amend the directive
on road infrastructure safety management is not compatible with the
principle of subsidiarity as regards the expansion of its scope.

Summary

The Committee on Transport and Communications considers that parts of
the Commission’s proposal for a directive to amend directive 2008/96/EG
on road infrastructure safety management is not compatible with the
principle of subsidiarity and therefore proposes that the Riksdag submit a
reasoned opinion to the Presidents of the European Parliament. the Council
and the Commission.

As regards the proposal to extend the scope of the directive to include
other roads outside the Trans-European Transport Network (TEN-T). the
Committee considers that although certain external consequences, for
example those resulting from road accidents, can be of a cross-border nature.
this primarily applies to roads within the TEN-T and not other roads which
1s now proposed to be included in an extended area of application for the
directive. Nor can the Committee see any clear structural reasons that justify
that the EU can value and deal with external costs resulting from deaths in
traffic accidents in a better fashion than individual member states.

The Committee further considers that rules for use and maintenance of road
signs and road markings to enable them to be read by automated vehicles
does not need to apply on roads outside TEN-T in order to meet their
objective. which is to provide a standard for readability of road
infrastructure for vehicles.
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
