Statement by Croatia

Republika Hrvatska ostaje predana ispunjavanju ciljeva klimatske neutralnosti te ne dovodi u
pitanje ambicije postavljene zakonodavnim prijedlogom. Republika Hrvatska pozdravlja
uvrstavanje odredbi koje se odnose na obnovu zgrada ostecenih u prirodnim katastrofama koje su

od posebnoga znacaja za Republiku Hrvatsku radi obnove nakon potresa iz 2020. godine.

Medutim, Republika Hrvatska i dalje ima snazne zadrske prema kona¢nom tekstu prijedloga te nije
uvjerena da ¢e prijedlog preinake Direktive o energetskim svojstvima zgrada (EPBD) osigurati
postizanje postavljenih ambicioznih ciljeva na odgovarajuc¢i nacin zbog ¢ega ostaje suzdrzana

prilikom usvajanja akta.
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Republika Hrvatska smatra da u preinaci EPBD-a treba biti jasno navedeno da je cilj EPBD-a
posti¢i dekarbonizirani nacionalni fond zgrada uz nastojanje postizanja fonda zgrada s nultim
emisijama (ZEB) do 2050. jer svaku zgradu nece biti mogucée obnoviti do standarda za zgrade s
nultim emisijama; za neke zgrade postizanje standarda ZEB nije tehni¢ki moguce ni gospodarski

isplativo. Postizanje standarda ZEB trebalo bi biti indikativni cilj.

Republika Hrvatska posebno naglasava da ne dovodi u pitanje ambicije postavljene minimalnim
standardima energetskih svojstava za nestambene zgrade. Preinaka EPBD-a sadrzi odredbe o
obnovi zgrada oSte¢enih u prirodnim katastrofama koje ¢e ispunjavanje obveza iz ¢€l. 9. st. 1. za
Republiku Hrvatsku uéiniti podnosljivijima nego $to su to bile one iz opéega pristupa. Navedene ¢e
odredbe takoder osigurati fleksibilnost u pristupu i za one DC koje u buduénosti budu pogodene
prirodnim katastrofama. Unato¢ tome, Republika Hrvatska cjelokupni sustav poticanja energetske
obnove nestambenih zgrada iz ¢l. 9. st. 1. pomo¢u MEPS-ova i dalje ne smatra odgovarajuce

uspostavljenim, a pojedine elemente kona¢noga prijedloga ne drzi provedivima niti pragmati¢nima.

Republika Hrvatska se sustavno zalagala za uvodenje drugacijega pristupa minimalnim standardima
energetskih svojstava za nestambene zgrade (u skladu s nac¢elima pristupa utemeljenoga na
putanjama za stambene zgrade) kojim bi se prioriteti obnove u znacajnijoj mjeri mogli prilagoditi

nacionalnim okolnostima bez smanjivanja ambicije.

Republika Hrvatska dodatno istice da se definicija dubinske obnove iz ¢lanka 2. ne zasniva na
jasnim temeljima ustede energije te da se njome omogucuju povoljniji uvjeti financiranja obnova

koje zapravo nisu dubinske obnove.

Republika Hrvatska moze podrzati odredbe Cl. 14. o odrzivoj mobilnosti za nove zgrade, ali smatra

da su odredbe za postojece zgrade prezahtjevne i tesko provedive.
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Statement by Hungary

Magyarorszag tdmogatja a klimasemlegessegre valé atallast, és ennek érdekében elkotelezett olyan
hatékony intézkedések meghozatala mellett, amelyek figyelembe veszik a gazdasagi és tarsadalmi
megvaldsithatosagot, valamint biztositjak az energiaellatas biztonsagat és az energiaarak

megfizethetdségét.

Ugyanakkor aggalyosnak tartjuk a napenergia épiiletekbe torténd telepitésének kotelezettségét, a
foldgaztizelésii kazanok timogatasanak rovid hataridével bevezetett tilalmat, és a lakGépuletek
energiafogyasztasanak csokkentésére eldirt célkitlizéseket az eldirt rovid hataridok mellett.
Véleményiink szerint az iranyelv rendelkezései aranytalanul nagy gazdasagi és tarsadalmi terhet
ronak majd Magyarorszagra, a célok nem hajthatok végre koltséghatékonyan; az el6irt hataridok

nem tarthatok be.

Hangsulyozzuk, hogy az épliletallomany gyorsitott, 2040-ig elérni tervezett dekarbonizéciéjahoz

kellden figyelembe kell venni a tagallamok sajatossagait €s eltérd kiindulasi helyzetét.

A fent emlitett aggalyok miatt Magyarorszag nem tudja tdmogatni a végsé kompromisszumos

szoveget.
Statement by Malta

Malta remains fully committed towards attaining the climate and energy ambitions of the Union.
Malta believes that the best possible compromise has been reached between the co-legislators in the

recast of the EPBD and to this end, Malta supports its adoption.

Nevertheless, Malta notes that the implementation of the Directive will present several challenges,
not least of a technical and economic nature in order to reach the agreed goals. It will be very
difficult for all buildings to be renovated to meet the standards of the zero-emission buildings.
Moreover, the technical feasibility and economic viability for certain types of buildings including
hotels, homes for the elderly and medium to high rise buildings, to mention some examples, is very

low even with maximum cost optimal investment in energy efficiency measures.
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The implementation of the mandatory installation of solar renewables on all existing non-dwellings
will also impinge on legal and planning requirements, which may result in limits to where they may
be installed due to ownership issues, the use of airspace, as well as the density of development,

which is a particular issue in Urban Conservation Areas.
Statement by Poland

Rzeczpospolita Polska zgadza si¢ co do kluczowego znaczenia efektywnosci energetycznej, w tym
poprawy efektywnosci energetycznej budynkéw jako narzedzia do osiagniecia celow redukcji
emisji, poprawy bezpieczenstwa dostaw energii, zmniejszenia uzaleznienia Unii Europejskiej od

importu paliw oraz ochrony odbiorcow koncowych.

Polska docenia konstruktywng postawe uczestnikow negocjacji ws dyrektywy, majaca na celu
wypracowanie bardziej realnych rozwigzan. Dzialania te, szczegdlnie w obszarze zapisoOw
dotyczacych cieptownictwa systemowego, stosowanych definicji oraz planowanych wymagan
stawianych budynkom, odeszly od pierwotnych najbardziej restrykcyjnych, nieakceptowanych
przez Polske rozwigzan. Polska docenia wypracowanie kompromiséw przy uwzglednieniu

technicznej wykonalnosci i ekonomicznej optacalnosci.

Jednoczesnie Polska identyfikuje duze ryzyko zwigzane z realizacja celow okreslonych w
przepisach nowej dyrektywy w sprawie charakterystyki energetycznej budynkow, w szczegolnosci,
w obszarze szeroko rozumianej modernizacji budynkow. Podkresli¢ nalezy, ze w ocenie Polski,
zaproponowane globalnie poziomy ambicji nie w petni uwzgledniaja aspekt ich wykonalnosci oraz
obecnie trwajacego kryzysu gospodarczego, podczas ktorego efektywnos¢ energetyczna powinna
by¢ przede wszystkim wdrazana z uwzglednieniem najbardziej efektywnych kosztowo srodkow.
Rzeczpospolita Polska w swoich stanowiskach wielokrotnie podkreslata, ze zbyt wysokie cele,
ktore nie uwzgledniaja indywidualnej specyfiki gospodarek panstw cztonkowskich, moga w
konsekwencji przyczyni¢ si¢ do negatywnych skutkow gospodarczych.
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W zwigzku z tym Polska uwaza, ze uzgodnione cele oraz $rodki, jakie nalezy podjac, aby je
zrealizowac, przekraczajg poziom wykonalnosci 1 sg niemal niemozliwe do osiaggnigcia, biorgc pod
uwage uwarunkowania narodowe Polski, strukture jej gospodarki, jej bilans energetyczny i
mozliwo$ci dostepne dla jej spolecznosci. Jestesmy gleboko przekonani, ze nie da si¢ zrealizowac
nowych celow oszczednosciowych w sposob efektywny kosztowo (niewatpliwie wsparcie
finansowe ze strony srodkow europejskich, stanowi¢ bedzie duza pomoc w realizacji zatozen,
niemniej jednak pozostanie ogromne ryzyko w obszarze dostepnosci materiatdéw budowlanych,

pracownikow fizycznych i wzrostu cen w wyniku przymusowych programow modernizacji).

Niemniej jednak Polska dotozy wszelkich staran, aby osiaggnac cele w zakresie oszczednosci
energii, cho¢ rygorystycznie podtrzymujac stanowisko, ze podejmowane $rodki nie moga zagrazaé

zrddlom utrzymania i dobrostanowi gospodarstw domowych 1 przedsigbiorstw.
Statement by Slovakia

The Slovak Republic by this statement declares its abstention from voting on the recast of the

Energy Performance of Buildings Directive.

The Slovak Republic acknowledges the importance of the Energy Performance of Buildings
Directive in the decarbonisation process of the building stock towards 2050 and the need to speed

up the socially fair, cost-efficient renovations safeguarding the standard of living of the citizens.

However, the Slovak Republic considers the ambition of the trajectory setup in Article 9 of the
Energy Performance of Buildings Directive (recast) to be too high in terms of its pace and time,
especially for the residential building stock, considering the dominant owner-occupied residential
building stock. This ambition might have serious social consequences. Slovakia opposes

unreasonable demands on the renovation coupled with the penalty scheme for the home-owners.

The Slovak Republic has serious concerns about a planned phase-out of fossil fuel boilers by 2040

in households, in a view of the need to safeguard the energy supply in heating for households.

The Slovak Republic strongly supports an equal approach to the deployment of all available

renewable energy technologies in buildings.
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Nevertheless, the Slovak Republic will make further strengthened efforts to mobilize the
home-owner’s financial sources and their incentive to conduct energy renovation, while respecting

the fundamental rights.
Statement by Sweden

Buildings play an important role in energy systems and thereby the energy transition. Sweden
welcomes the ambition to improve energy performance of buildings in the EU for the sector to
contribute to the long-term target of climate neutrality by 2050.

In the negotiation, Sweden has argued against overly detailed requirements without sufficient
consideration of different national conditions. Such approach would not only be cost-inefficient but
could lead to far-reaching and uncalled for economic consequences for individual households and

businesses.

Sweden appreciates the improvements made in the final text, including the possibility for Member
States to take into account early efforts and an already low share of fossil energy use in the
residential building sector according to Article 9(2).

Sweden regrets that the solar energy provisions are still unclear and too detailed. Sweden has low

solar irradiation during the winter months, when the highest energy demand occurs.

Sweden is fully committed to achieving a green transition both nationally and in the EU.
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
