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Statement by Hungary

Hungary believes in upholding the values of a cohesive, peaceful and democratic society, based on
the equality of all individuals without discrimination on any grounds. That is guaranteed by the
Fundamental Law, and the Hungarian Equal Treatment Act which provides horizontal and

comprehensive legal protection in the field of non-discrimination.

Hungary recognizes and promotes equality between men and women in accordance with the
Fundamental Law of Hungary and the primary law, principles and values of the European Union, as
well as commitments and principles stemming from international law. Equality between women and
men is enshrined in the Treaties of the European Union as a fundamental value. In line with these
and its national legislation, Hungary interprets gender as providing equal chances and opportunities
for women and men. In line with these and its national legislation, Hungary interprets the concept of
‘gender’ as reference to ‘sex’ and the concept of ‘gender equality’ as *providing equal chances and
opportunities for women and men’ in the Proposal for a Directive of the European Parliament and
of the Council on standards for equality bodies in the field of equal treatment and equal
opportunities between women and men in matters of employment and occupation, and deleting
Article 20 of Directive 2006/54/EC and Article 11 of Directive 2010/41/EU.
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
