Prin trasabilitale se asigura faptul ¢d fructele, legumele si produsele lactate distribuite
copiilor provin din surse sigure, controlate si respectd standardele europene de
calitate si sigurantd alimentara, In acelasi timp, apelarea la fermieri locali sprijind
economia rurald, incurajeazd consumul de produse proaspete si de sezon si reduce
impactul asupra mediului prin lanturi scurte de aprovizionare. Aceste mdsuri
fncurajeazd o agriculturd responsabild, reduc emisiile provenite din transportul
alimentelor si sprijind tranzitia citre o economie circulara in mediul rural.

Limitarea grisimilor in alimentatia copiilor gi adolescentilor trebuie zabordatd cu
precautie, deoarece grasimile joacd un rol esential in crestere si dezvoltare, In special
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in dezvoltarea creierului si in absorbtia vitaminelor liposolubile (A, D, E, K). Este
importanti diferentierea intre tipurile de grisimi (saturate, nesaturate, trans) si nu
reducerea globalid a aportului lipidic.

Este necesara clarificarea criteriilor nutrifionale pe tipuri de produse alimentare si
categorii de varsta.

Propunem introducerea unor praguri numerice concrete {de exemplu, grame de
zahdr / 100 g produs) si a unei liste pozitive a produselor eligibile raportate la
particularitatile privind statusul nutritionzl si condijiile socio - economice care
caracterizeazd populatia fiecdrui stat membru,

Propunem includerea unei componente educationale privind alimentatia sinatoasa si
sustenabild in vederea fnsusirii unor obicejuri alimentare sanatoase, inca de la cele
mai mici varste, precum §i sprijinirea accesului la alimente sdnitoase si cu densitate
nutritionala adecvata, al copiilor si adolescentilor, atat In mediul urban, cét si in
mediul rural;

Chiar daci, potrivit unei hotariri a Curtii de Justitie, canabidiotul ("CBD") extras
din Tntreaga plantd Cannabis Sativa nu este un drog in temeiul Conventiei unice
asupra stupefiantelor, canabinoizii, din care face parte si CBD, nu sunt Inci
autorizati ca alimente noi la nivel european, pentru a fi utilizati in suplimentele
alimentare sau in alte alimente. In momentul de fata existi numeroase dosare
depuse la nivelul Comisiei Europene pentru autorizarea CBD in alimente (in curs
de evaluare), deoarece nu a putut fi demonstrata siguranta consumului uman al
acestora, conform ultimului aviz stiintific al EFSA. Astfel, cu toate ci soiurile de
canepd au THC (tetrahidrocanabinol) de pdna la 0,3%, nu putem In nici un caz
afirma cd "prezintd un risc scazut pentru sinitate” dupd cum se precizeazd in
propunerea de Regulament.

De aceea, nu suntem de acord ca produsele obtinute din cinepa (Cannabis sativa)
ce coniin CBD si fie utilizate Tn scopul consumului uman, Numai semintele de
cinepd, uleiul din seminte de canepd obtinut prin presare la rece si seminjele de
canepi parjial degresate au istoric de consum Tn UE inainte de 1997 si nu sunt
considerate alimente noi.

Este necesar ca propunerea de modificare a art. 147 b si art. 189 din
Regulamentul 1308 / 2013 sd specifice clar cd productia si importurile de canepa
nu se referd la produse destinate consumului uman.

Aceast3 linie ar trebui sd functioneze in complementaritate cu instrumentele de
gestionare a riscurilor existente, asigurand finantarea continud a mecanismelor
de rdspuns si protectia veniturilor fermierilor afectati de evenimente
neprevazute;

elaborarea si implementarea unei Strategii europene integrate de securitate
alimentara, fundamentata pe valorificarea lantului agroalimentar intern si pe
promovarea lanturilor scurte de aprovizionare.

Considerdm cd modalitdtile de transmitere a informatiilor referitoare la stocurile
alimentare, finantarea constituirii si mentinerii acestora, precum si raportarea in
timp real in situatii de criza vor necesita o aprofundare tehnica avand in vedere
caracterul special al acestui mecanism ce implica colaborarea interinstitufionala
la nivel national;

includerea in planurile de pregitire si rdspuns si a unei componente de nutrigie in
situatii de crizd, pentru a garanta accesul populatiei vulnerabile la alimente
nutritive, nu doar asigurarea necesarului caloric.

REASONED OPINION
of the SENATE of ROMANIA

on the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council amending
Regulation (EU) No 1308/2013 as regards the school fruit, vegetables and milk scheme
{‘EU school scheme’), sectoral interventions, the creation of a protein sector,
requirements for hemp, the possibility for marketing standards for cheese, protein crops
and meat, application of additional import duties, rules on the availability of supplies in
time of emergencies and severe crisis and securities

COM(2025) 553 final

The Romanian Senate examined the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of
the Counci} amending Regulation (EU) No 1308/2013 as regards the school fruit, vegetables and
milk scheme (‘EU schoo! scheme’), sectoral interventions, the creation of a protein sector,
requirements for hemp, the possibility for marketing standards for cheese, protein crops and
meat, application of additional import duties, rules on the availability of supplies in time of
emergencies and severe crisis and securities - COM(2025) 553 final - according to the provisions
of the Treaty of Lisbon Protocol (no. 2).

Taking into account the report of the Committee for European Affairs, the Plenary of the
Senate, during its session of October 27, 2025

(1) Notes that the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council
amending Regulation (EU) No 1308/2013 as regards the school fruit, vegetables and miik
scheme (‘EU school scheme’), sectoral interventions, the creation of a protein sector,
requirements for hemp, the possibility for marketing standards for cheese, protein crops and
meat, application of additional import duties, rules on the availability of supplies in time of
emergencies and severe crisis and securities - COM(2025) 553 final - does not comply with
the principle of subsidiarity but complies with the principle of proportionality.

(2) Emphasize
a) in convergence with the Ministry of Health, that:

i. we welcome the creation of a sector dedicated to protein crops and the support given
to producer organisations; from a public health perspective, increasing the supply of
plant-based protein sources supports the transition towards a more sustainable diet,
with a reduced impact on the environment and cardiovascular health;

ii. we support openness to plant-based alternatives to meat, while respecting the
terminology for food products established in the legislation in force; the introduction
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of a harmonized limit of 0.3% THC and the inclusion of all parts of the plant in the
regulation is beneficial for clarity and the economic development of the sector;

iii.  we welcome the introduction of the obligation for Member States to develop
preparedness and response plans for food supply;

iv. the proposal for a Regulation is well-oriented, but its nutritional and educational
dimensions need to be strengthened.

b) inline with the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development, that:

i. we welcome the initiative to revise the proposal for a Regulation, which aims to
modernize the Common Market Organisation, strengthen the European Union's food
autonomy, and increase the sustainability and resilience of the European agri-food
system, through well-structured, balanced, and forward-looking measures;

ii. we support the continued implementation of the EU School Scheme in the new
programming period and welcome the legislative simplification, considering that the
EU School Scheme brings added value, proving to be necessary and well received,
especially in disadvantaged communities, where it has contributed to reducing school
dropout rates.

(3) Reiterates, in convergence with the Committee on Agriculture, Food Industry and Rural
Development of the Romanian Senate, the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development,
the Ministry of Health, the Romanian Farmers' Club for High-Performance Agriculture, the
Forum of Professional Farmers and Processors in Romania, the National Branch Union of
Horticultural Cooperatives in Romania - HORT INTEGRA, the National Branch Union of
Cooperatives in the Cattle Sector - BOVICOOP and the National Branch Union of Cooperatives
in the Vegetable Sector - UNCSV, that:

a) along the lines of the EU School Programme, the obligation to finance it from a budget
separate from the Common Agricultural Policy may create difficulties in ensuring its
continuity, due to the "budgetary competition" with other interventions provided for in
the PPNR (National and Regional Partnership Plan) and even with other economic areas,
not just agriculture.

An aspect that we consider essential, related to the EU School Programime, is the strict
monitoring of product traceability and the involvement of local farmers. Traceability
ensures that the fruit, vegelables and dairy products distributed to children come from
safe, controlled sources and comply with European quality and food safety standards. At
the same time, using local farmers supports the rural economy, encourages the
consumption of fresh and seasonal products and reduces the impact on the environment
through short supply chains. These measures encourage responsible agriculture, reduce
emissions from food transport and support the transition to a circular economy in rural
areas.

Limiting fat in the diet of children and adolescents should be approached with caution, as
fats play an essential role in growth and development, especially in brain development
and in the absorption of fat-soluble vitamins (A, D, E, K}. It is important to differentiate
between types of fat (saturated, unsaturated, trans) and not to reduce lipid intake overall.

It is necessary to clarify nutritional criteria by type of food product and age category.

Proposes the introduction of specific numerical thresholds (e.g. grams of sugar / 100 g of
product) and a positive list of eligible products related to the particularities of nutritional
status and socio-economic condilions that characterize the population of each Member
State.
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Proposes the inclusion of an educational component on healthy and sustainable nutrition
in order to acquire healthy eating habits, from an early age, as well as supporting access to
healthy foods with adequate nutritional density, for children and adolescents, both in
urban and rural areas;

b) Interms of sectoral interventions, we propose:

creating a rapid intervention mechanism for sectors affected by market volatility,
extreme weather events or trade distortions; This mechanism could operate in the
form of a European emergency fund with simplified access, activated at regional level,
that allows for temporary, targeted support tailored to market conditions;

We consider 1t a priority to maintain measures aimed at organizing producers,
continuing wine and beekeeping programs, as well as protecting the names of meat
products, in order to ensure market transparency and correct information on the
composition of foods;

introducing a sectoral intervention dedicated to young farmers, with the objective of
supporting their integration into value chains and the development of competitive
and sustainable farms;

clear financial compensation mechanisms in situations where the internal market is
disrupted by massive and uncontrolled imports, similar to those generated by the
temporary liberalization of trade in agricultural products from Ukraine. The impact
on Romanian farmers has been significant, especially in the cereal and oilseed sectors,
through the sharp decrease in farm gate prices, the blockage of internal logistics and
the loss of competitiveness on the European market;

that the future CAP framework 2028-2034 should provide for a European rapid
compensation fund, accessible to Member States disproportionately affected by
excepttonal trade flows, with simplified access procedures and objective activation
criteria;

financing modern risk management tools, such as mutual insurance, income
stabilization funds and digital climate prediction platforms.

These investments would directly contribute to increasing the resilience of European
farmers and the transition towards sustainable and competitive agriculture;

c) Inline with the creation of a protein crop sector, we propose:

i

estabtishing a strategic sector for protein crops, with a dedicated budget, to stimulate
domestic production of soy, peas, lupin, chickpeas and other legumes;

we recommend that this component be coordinated with EU strategies on sustainable
food (Farm to Fork Strategy, Health and Nutrition Strategy);

d) Inline with the requirements regarding hemp, we propose:

including in the future support framework measures dedicated to the development of
hemp value chains, by financing investments in regional primary processing units,
stimulating cooperation between farmers and processors and developing a national
technical quality standard for hemp fibre. These measures would allow the full
exploitation of the crop, both for seed and fibre, and would contribute to achieving
the objectives of circularity and biveconomy at European level;

reviewing and clarifying the legal threshold for THC content for hemp crops, in order
to align the national regulatory frameworlk with the practices applied in most
European Union member states. Updating this threshold, correlated with the
simplification of administrative authorization and control procedures, would
contribute to reducing uncertainties for growers, expanding cultivated areas and
attracting investments in local processing;
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digitalization of the approvai flow and introduction of a single electronic register of
hemp growers, allowing traceability and transparent management of data on hemp
crop proeduction;

including hemp cultivation among the eligible practices within climate and
environmental interventions, as well as recognizing it as an ecological rotation
measure 1 the Regional and National Partnership Plans (PPRN), with a positive
impact on both the environment and the economic sustainability of agricultural
holdings;

evaluation of any food product derived from hemp from a food and nutritional safety
perspective, by the European Food Safety Authority (EFSA), before placing it on the
market {especially for "novel food" products).

Even though, according to a ruling by the Court of Justice, cannabidiol ("CBD”)
extracted from the whole Cannabis Sativa plant is not a drug under the Single
Convention on Narcotic Drugs, cannabinoids, of which CBD is a part, are not yet
authorised as novel foods at European level, for use in food supplements or other
foods. There are currently numerous dossiers submitted to the European Commission
for the authorisation of CBD in food (under evaluation), because its safety for human
consumption has not been demonstrated, according to the latest scientific opinion of
EFSA. Thus, although hemp varieties have THC (tetrahydrocannabinol} of up to 0.3%,
we can in no way say that they “present a low risk to health” as stated in the proposal
for the Regulation.

Therefore, we do not agree that hemp (Cannabis sativa} products containing CBD are
intended for human consumption. Only hemp seeds, cold-pressed hemp seed oil and
partially defatted hemp seeds have a history of consumption in the EU before 1997
and are not considered novel foods.

It is necessary that the proposal to amend art. 147 b and art. 189 of Regulation 1308 /
2013 clearly specifies that the production and imports of hemp do not refer to
products intended for human consumption.

e} Along the lines of trade standards for cheese, protein crops and meat, we propose:

aligning labeliing and marketing standards with the principle of reciprocity, whereby
agri-food products imported from third countries comply with the same quality, food
safety, traceability and sustainability requirements as European producers. Such an
approach would prevent market distortions and protect Curopean consumers,
ensuring ccherence between the European Union's trade and environmental
objectives;

simplifying procedures, regarding the classification of carcasses, but we underline the
importance of the transfer of powers to the Member States being accompanied by a
minimum common framework and transparency mechanisms, to guarantee the
comparability and credibility of results, especially in the classification of pig
carcasses;

extending the mandatory indication of origin to all processed agri-food products, in
particular cheeses, meat products and dairy products, so that consumers can clearly
identify the origin of raw materials and the production chain. This measure would
contribute to increasing transparency on the market and strengthening trust in
European products;

introducing differentiated quality criteria that favour products from sustainable
farms, with responsible agricultural practices and integration into short supply
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vi.

vii.

chains. These criteria should be reflected both in labelling standards and in public
procurement policies, encouraging the consumption of local products;

the establishment of a European label highlighting European origin, compliance with
production standards and the socio-economic contribution of UE farmers. This label
would be & tool for promoting the competitiveness of European products on internal
and international markets, while strengthening the identity and visibility of European
agriculture;

the protection of traditional terms (e.g. "meat”) must be balanced with the right of
consumers to clearly identify alternative products of plant origin;

the obligation of Member States to recognize producer and inter-branch
organizations by Member States in order to consolidate and make this sector more
efficient.

f) Regarding the application of additional import taxes, we propose:

i

the consistent application of the principle of reciprocity in the European Union's trade
relations, by limiting imports from third countries whose agricultural and food
products do not comply with the phytosanitary, food safety, environmental protection
and social conditions imposed on European producers. The uniform application of
this principle is essential to ensure fairness in international competition, protect the
incomes of European farmers and guarantee the safety of consumers in the Member
States;

establishing a border adjustment mechanism for agricultural products, modelled on
the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism (CBAM), which takes into account
differences in production, environmental and labour standards between the
European Union and third countries. This instrumient should ensure compensation for
the additional costs borne by European farmers as a result of applying strict
sustainability, environmental protection and food safety policies, while avoiding
unfair competition generated by imports from production systems with more
permissive regulations;

establishing a permanent mechanism for monitoring and controlling agricuitural
trade flows, with the aim of preventing agricultural dumping practices and market
disruptions generated by imports at prices below production costs. Recent situations
regarding trade 1n cereals and oilseeds from third countries have demonstrated the
vulnerability of the European single market and the major impact on the
competitiveness of farmers in border states, including Romania;

g} Interms of measures regarding the availability of supply in times of emergency and crisis,

we propose:

including a distinct and permanent budget line for managing crisis situations (climate,
health or market), allowing for rapid, transparent and proportionate interventions to
the extent of the risks.

This line should work in complementarity with existing risk management
instruments, ensuring continued financing of response mechanisms and protection of
incomes of farmers affected by unforeseen events;

developing and implementing an integrated European Food Security Strategy, based
on capitalizing on the domestic agri-food chain and promoting short supply chains.

We believe that the methods of transmitting mformation regarding food stocks,
financing the:r establishment and maintenance, as well as real-time reporting in crisis
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Iil.

situations will require technical in-depth study, given the spectal nature of this
mechanism involving inter-institutional collaboration at the nationai level;

including a nutrition compenent in crisis preparedness and response plans, Lo
guarantee vulnerable populations' access to nutritious food, not just ensuring calortc
needs.
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
